A copy of the FEI Definite Schedule will be posted in the Show Office and on the show website.

This event is organized in accordance with the FEI Statutes, 24th edition, effective 15 April 2007, updated 21
November 2008, FEI General Regulations, 24th edition, effective 1* January 2010, FEI Veterinary Regulations,
11™ edition, effective 1% January 2010, Equine Anti-Doping and Medication Control Rules (EADMCR), effective 1%
June 2007, updated 10 April 2008, FEI Anti-Doping Rules for Human Athletes (ADRHA), 2" edition, effective 1%
January 2010, The Rules for Dressage Events (24th edition, effective 1* January 2010), and if applicable the
Rules for the World Cup Dressage Events.

-All subsequent corrections and modifications to the above Rules and Regulations as published by the FEI.
-An arbitration procedure is provided for in the FEI Statutes and General Regulations referred to above. In
accordance with this procedure, any appeal against a decision rendered by the FEI or its official bodies is to be
settled exclusively by the Court of Arbitration for Sport (CAS) in Lausanne, Switzerland.

RIDER ELIGIBILITY - Competitors must have reached, or will reach, their 16" birthday in current year (ex. Junior Riders) and
must be licensed by their national federation, and may only take part under the jurisdiction of the NF of the country from which
they
hold their passport. If not a U.S. citizen, they must be nominated by an invited foreign NF. Riders must be prepared to produce
their license or USEF membership card on request of the Organizing Committee, and the name on the entry must be the same
as appears on the license. U.S. riders in the CDI must present evidence of payment of IHP Dues or Fees. CDI/Y/J riders are
exempt from payment of IHP Dues or Fees. All riders must present evidence of FEI Rider Registration in order to participate.
HORSE ELIGIBILITY - Horses must be a minimum of seven years of age (six years for the JR and YR tests) and must exceed
149 cm including shoes. Mares may not compete after their fourth month of pregnancy or within nine months after foaling date.
The nationality of a horse is that of its owner or of the country in which the company owning it is registered. *Horses must have
an valid National Passport or FEI Passport. USEF will provide information on veterinary requirements for foreign horses
entering the USA. Horses must be stabled on the grounds and may not leave during the event (commencing with the
Veterinary Inspection and ending with the pinning of their final FEI class). Each horse will keep the same number throughout
the event. It is compulsory for this number to be worn by the horse, competitor or handler at all times, when the horse is being
handled, exercised or shown on the grounds so that it may be identified by the stewards. *The requirement to have an FEI
passport is waived for CDI* or CDI/Y/J horses competing in their home country. However, these horses must be registered
with their NF, have a proper identification document (including FEI-type diagram), and have a valid vaccination certificate (see
Vaccination information). The USEF National Passport meets these requirements. Contact the USEF International Department
@ (859) 258-2472 for more information. Proof of FEI Registration for all CDI*/Y/J horses must be submitted in order to
participate.

FREESTYLES - A horse must earn a minimum score of 55% in the qualifying class, in order to be eligible to start in a
Freestyle competition. A draw in groups of five for the order of starting in the Freestyle. A draw first within the group of riders
placed 11th to 15th and then within the group of riders placed 6th to 10th and last the group of riders placed 1st to 5th. i.e. the
five best rider/horse combinations will start last.
Junior Freestyle: This competition is limited to and compulsory for, a maximum of the 15 best rider/horse combinations who
qualified in the Individual competition and who previously declared for the Freestyle. Riders may start one horse.
Young Rider Freestyle: This competition is limited to and compulsory for, a maximum of the 15 best rider/horse combinations
who qualified in the Individual competition and who previously declared for the Freestyle. Riders may start one horse.
Intermediaire Freestyle CDI*: Rider/horse combinations who qualified in the Intermediate | and/or PrixSt Georges (Riders from
PSG will be allowed to start in order to complete up to 15 starters if less riders have qualified from Intermediate 1) competition
and who previously declared for the Freestyle. Riders may start one horse.
TACK CHECK - A Steward will check the saddlery of each horse immediately after he leaves the competition arena. Any
discrepancy will entail immediate elimination. All exercise/warmup areas and arenas will be supervised.
INTERMEDIAIRE | MUSICAL FREESTYLE - Participation is limited to and compulsory for a maximum of *15 best rider/horse
combinations who qualified in the Prix St. Georges or Intermediaire | competition and who earned a minimum of 55%. *A rider
may start with only one horse. Participation is compulsory for riders who entered the class and qualified to ride.
YOUNG RIDER MUSICAL FREESTYLE - Participation is limited to Young Riders and is optional and open to the six
(minimum) to *15 (maximum) best horse/rider combinations from the FEI Young Rider Prix St. Georges Test, who earned a
minimum score of 55%. *A rider may start with only one horse. Participation is compulsory for riders who entered the class and
qualified to ride.
JUNIOR MUSICAL FREESTYLE - Participation is limited to Juniors and is optional and open to the six (minimum) to *15
(maximum) best horse/rider combinations from the FEI Junior Individual Test, who earned a minimum score of 55%. *A rider
may start with only one horse. Participation is compulsory for riders who entered the class and qualified to ride.

ATTENTION COMPETITORS
It is the responsibility of the rider to know the rules applying to showing in the Dressage Discipline.

All signatures (yes, on all lines!) Note: For entry purposes, “trainer” is defined as the adult on show grounds who
will be responsible for horse. A parent signing for a minor is exempt from USEF nonmember fee. All must be
adults or parent/guardian stated.

Amateurs and Juniors will be pinned together unless entries warrant.

If your payment to KDA was returned for insuffic ient funds in the past, a certified check or money order is
required for this year’s entry fee.

Kentucky Health Regulations:  All horses entering Kentucky must be accompanied by an official health
certificate issued by your state of residence, signed by a licensed veterinarian who has examined your horse
within the last 30 days, and stating the horse is free from symptoms of any infectious diseases or exposure
thereto. Currently, and until further notice, horses arriving to Kentucky and the Park for shows and events from
Texas will be required to test negative for “Piro” (Equine Piroplasmosis/T. equigenitalis). Any horses arriving from
Texas without a negative test will be denied entry.

Directions: The Kentucky Horse Park is located on Iron Works Parkway, north of Lexington. From I-75, take Exit
120. From other highways, watch for Kentucky Horse Park signs. Enter main gate entrance of the park, watch for
signs to KDA stabling (or ask for directions from the gate attendant). Incoming trailers will be admitted first time
only without a pass. When you arrive at the park, the Kentucky Horse Park charges a $5.00 fee for a KDA Show
Pass, which is good for all the days you are there for the shows.

Qualifying Classes (GrAmerQual)  will not require a separate ride. An exhibitor wishing to qualify will enter the
appropriate test as Open, Amateur, or Junior/Young Rider and pay an additional $10.00 fee to have the ride
recorded as a qualifying ride.

AA - Open to Adult Amateurs only; competitors must compete as adults from the beginning of
the calendar year in which they reach the age of 22. Must hold current USEF Amateur card

classes are posted you may pick up your ribbons and prize money. Management reserves the right to make any changes
required by circumstances. No separate awards for qualifying classes. Amateur and JR/YR exhibitors will be combined in
their classes if there are less than 4 entries.

President’s Cup: KDA member in good standing at time of show with highest percentage ride at any USEF/FEI level.

Ponies eligible must have a current USEF Pony Measurement card or be measured by the TD and
veterinarian at a time and place designated by show management.

ASTM (American Society for Testing and Materials)/SEI (Safety Equipment Institute) standards with harness
secured while riding anywhere on the competition grounds. It is the responsibility of the rider, or the parent or
guardian or trainer of the junior exhibitor to see to it that the headgear worn complies with appropriate safety
standards for protective headgear intended for equestrian use, and is properly fitted and in good condition, and
the USEF, Show Committees, and Licensed Officials are not responsible for checking headgear worn for such
compliance. (Art. 318.5)

THE FEI CODE OF CONDUCT
FOR THE WELFARE OF THE HORSE

The Fédération Equestre Internationale (FEI expects all those involved in international equestrian sport to adhere
to the FEI's Code of Conduct and to acknowledge and accept that at all times the welfare of the horse must be
paramount and must never be subordinated to competitive or commercial influences.

At all stages during the preparation and training of competition horses, welfare must take precedence
over all other demands. This includes good horse management, training methods, farriery and tack, and
transportation.

Horses and competitors must be fit, competent and in good health before they are allowed to
compete. This encompasses medication use, surgical procedures that threaten welfare or safety, pregnancy in
mares and the misuse of aids.

Events must not prejudice horse welfare. This involves paying careful attention to the competition
areas, ground surfaces, weather conditions, stabling, site safety and fithess of the horse for onward travel after
the event.

Every effort must be made to ensure that horses receive proper attention after they have competed
and that they are treated humanely when their competition careers are over. This covers proper veterinary care,
competition injuries, euthanasia and retirement.

The FEI urges all involved with the sport to attain the highest levels of education in their areas of
expertise.

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BEFORE YOU SEAL YOUR ENTRY ENVELOPE

A separate entry blank must be filled out for each show (KDA Warm Up and KDA 24th Annual are all
considered separate shows). A separate office fee and USEF Fee must be paid for each show. Rider/Owner
USEF no proof of membership and USDF non member fees are also paid per show.

Is your entry form signed on ALL THREE boxes on the back? The Trainer Box should be signed by the adult
responsible for the horse on the show grounds. For JR/YR, this should be the parent’s signature (or the
accompanying adult).

Have you included a LEGIBLE copy of a current Coggins? The Coggins must be dated within the past 12
months from the date of the show. If the results or the date cannot be read on the
copy, I'll be asking for another one. The name on the coggins MUST match the horse’s show name or a
notarized letter from the vet must accompany the coggins.

Have you included copies of current USEF/USDF cards? If the cards are not for the current competition year,
please do not send them. To be registered in Adult Amateur classes, your
card must note your amateur status. Both rider and owner must be a member of USEF and a participating
member of USDF for ride in qualifying classes to count. Owner may be a USDF
Business Member.

Have you included copies of your horse’s USDF registration? If you're riding in qualifying classes, you must
also have a copy of your horse’s USEF registration.

Have you included your check or money order made payable to KDA?
Have you filled out a KDA Performance Show Breed Award Form? To be eligible for Breed Awards?

As long as your entry is POSTMARKED no later than the closing date, it is NOT a late entry (unless you've left
something out, of course!) It doesn’t matter when it actually arrives in my mailbox - it's the postmark that counts!

PLEASE NOTE: Any entry that does not include the above by the closing date will be considered late and will be
assessed a $30 late fee. Packets and ride times will not be distributed for incomplete entries.

Kentucky Horse Park Rules:

Admission

a. All exhibitors are required to pay a one-time $5.00 parking fee upon arrival on park grounds. Exhibitors will receive an exhibitor parking
pass that will allow them entry to the main parking lot for the remainder of that event.

b. Exhibitors wishing to tour the Kentucky Horse Park may purchase reduced Park admission tickets at the Kentucky Horse Park Visitor
Information Center.

Electrical Appliances

In compliance with the State of Kentucky Fire Code, the Kentucky Horse Park does NOT allow any of the following in stalls, barns or tents:
a. any 2-prong plug appliances

b. any 2-prong plug extension cords

c. light duty cords for indoor use

d. any 3-way adaptors unless specifically made for outdoors

e. any adaptors without 3-prong connections

Parking/Traffic

a. NO PARKING is permitted in the stabling areas, arenas, on the grass or in other designated NO PARKING areas. This will be enforced.
Violators will be ticketed and towed.

b. Exhibitors should park their empty trailers and horse vans in the marked areas in the main Kentucky Horse Park parking lot. Loading and
unloading of vehicles in the stabling/show area is permitted.

c. No trailer parking with electric or water hook-up is permitted in any of the barn or arena areas. Trailers and RVs requiring this service should
make reservations with the Kentucky Horse Park Campground.

d. Horses and carriages have the right of way on all roads and paths.

e. The speed limit on all roads is 25 m.p.h. The speed limit in the barn areas and campground is 10 m.p.h. This is enforced by the Kentucky
Horse Park Police.

f. Hall of Champions Road is closed to all event traffic, including golf carts, mopeds, and bicycles. No event traffic should enter the main visitor
area of the park.

g. All drivers of any vehicles on the Park must be at least 16 years-of-age and have a valid driver’s license. This includes golf carts, scooters,
mopeds, etc.

h. The Kentucky Horse Park reserves the right to revoke golf cart privileges from any exhibitor for violations or abuse.

Camping

a. The Kentucky Horse Park Campground accepts reservations. Exhibitors should call Reserve America at 1-888-4KY-PARK (888-459-7275)
or make reservations online at www.parks.ky.gov. Exhibitors wishing to make group reservations should contact the Kentucky Horse Park
Campground at 859-259-4257.

b. Exhibitors also have the option of staying in the Kentucky Horse Park Tent City. This is a small campground located near the covered arena
on the show grounds. Availability is on a first-come, first-serve basis. Upon arrival, exhibitors will need to check-in and make payments at the
Kentucky Horse Park Campground. Occasionally Tent City is not available due to conflicting events.

c. No camping is allowed in the stabling area, around the show rings, covered arena, or any other non-designated area.

d. Showers are available on grounds in the rest rooms located next to the horse show office.

Paddocks
Paddocks are available for rental through Dever's Show Services at 859-233-9702.

Bedding

a. Wood shavings and straw are considered acceptable forms of bedding.

b. Bedding can be pre-ordered through Dever Show Services at 859-233-9702. Exhibitors should contact Dever Show Services at least 24
hours prior to their arrival to make arrangements.

c. Exhibitors may also bring their own bedding with them.

Muck

a. The Kentucky Horse Park will clean all stalls prior to said event arrival and upon departure.

b. All muck generated during event must be placed in marked muck bins. Muck should NOT be placed in the barns, at the ends of the barns,
or in any other non-designated area. This is punishable by a fine.

Feed

a. Feed and hay can be pre-ordered through Dever Show Services at 859-233-9702. Exhibitors should contact Dever Show Services at least
24 hours prior to their arrival.

b. Exhibitors may also bring their own feed and hay.

c. A tack shop is available on grounds for purchase of basic supplies.

Horse Requirements

a. All horses entering Kentucky Horse Park grounds must have valid proof of negative coggins test (within 12 months). A 30 day certificate of
veterinary inspection is required for all horses arriving from outside the state of Kentucky.

b. The Kentucky Horse Park requires all horses/ponies/mules be treated in a humane manner in accordance with various state and local
humane society guidelines. Show management is expected to enforce fair and human treatment for all horses participating in an event at the
park.
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Kentucky Horse Park Rules (continued):

Dogs

a. Dogs are allowed on the show grounds.

b. All dogs must be on a leash (not to exceed 6 ft. in length) and under control of handler at all times, or suitably restrained in a tack stall, etc.
Local animal authorities will remove loose dogs at the owner’s expense.

c. Dogs in distress left in cars, trailers, etc., will be removed at the owner’s expense.

Golf Carts

a. The ability to have a golf cart is a privilege, not a right.

b. Exhibitors wishing to bring their own private golf carts onto Kentucky Horse Park property must purchase a Golf Cart License. This license
can be obtained at the Golf Cart Vendor Office for $25/event or $50/season.

c. All drivers must be at least 16 years-of-age with a valid driver’s license.

d. Golf carts are strictly forbidden in all tourist areas of the park.

e. Golf carts must obey all traffic laws and posted speed limits.

f. Golf carts can be rented through Dever Show Services at 859-233-9702.

g. NO FOUR-WHEELERS, THREE-WHEELERS, OR MOTOR BIKES OVER 50 CC ARE ALLOWED ON PARK GROUNDS. Golf carts,
mopeds, rural rated vehicles such as Gators and Mules, scooters, small motor bikes, and bicycles are allowed.

BRIDLE NUMBERS MUST BE WORN AT ALL TIMES ON THE SHO W GROUNDS. THIS

INCLUDES NON-COMPETING HORSES.

The 2010 USDF/Dover Saddlery Adult Amateur Medal Pr  ogram

The USDF/Dover Saddlery Adult Amateur Medal Program is designed to specifically recognize and encourage the adult
amateurs riding at Second Level.

Awards

1. Dover Medal Recipient -The eligible rider with the highest score of 60% or better in the designated Second Level Test Three
class or applicable test of choice USDF/Dover Adult Medal class at a participating competition will receive a handcrafted
USDF/Dover pewter medal and neck ribbon. Winners will receive a $20 Dover Saddlery gift certificate for the first three
USDF/Dover Adult Medals they win during the 2010 competition season.

2. The USDF/Dover National Merit Award -A USDF/Dover National Merit Award will be awarded to riders winning three
USDF/Dover Medals in the same competition year.

3. Year-End Awards The USDF/Dover Medal National Champion and Reserve Champion are determined from the average of
the top three winning ride scores during the competition year. The Champion receives a $1000 Dover Saddlery gift certificate
and a Jaguar dressage saddle. The Reserve Champion receives a $500 Dover Saddlery gift certificate and a Jaguar dressage
bridle.

Rider Eligibility

To be eligible, a rider must meet the following criteria:

1. Rider must be a current USDF group, participating or intercollegiate/interscholastic member at the time ofthe competition.
2. Rider must ride at Second Level Test Three.

3. Rider must be an adult amateur in accordance with Article GR1306 of the USEF rules and be designated with USEF as an
adult amateur as of the competition date.

USEF MEMBERSHIP STATEMENT
Life, senior active and junior active members shall be eligible to participate in all classes at
Regular Competitions, Eventing Competitions at the Preliminary Level or above and Combined
Driving Competitions at the Advanced Level, Dressag e, Reining and Vaulting Competitions and
Endurance Rides. A nonmember may participate as a h andler, rider, driver, owner, lessee,
agent, coach or trainer at Regular Competitions, Ev  enting Competitions, Dressage
Competitions, Reining Competitions and Combined Dri ving Competitions upon payment of a
$30 nonmember registration fee. Participants in the following classes are exempted from the
Requirements of this rule: 1) leadline; 2)exhibitio ns; 3) games and races; 4) classes for 4-H
members; 5) walk trot and academy classes (academy  classes are classes limited to horses
used regularly in a lesson program); 6) USDF introd  uctory level tests, pas de deux and quadrille
classes; 7) NRHA Endorsed Reining Competitions. 8) Opportunity classes, 9) citizens of other
nations who have proof, in English, of current memb ership in good standing of their own
National Federation, 10) USEA beginner novice divis ion; and 11) assistant handlers in Dressage
Sport Horse Breeding classes

WARNING

Motorized Vehicles: Minors who do not have a valid driver’s license which allows them to operate a motorized
vehicle of any kind including, but not limited to, golf carts, motorcycles, scooters, or farm utility vehicles on the
competition grounds of licensed competitions. Minors who have a valid temporary license may operate the above
described motorized vehicles as long as they are accompanied by an adult with a valid driver’s license. Violations
of this rule will be cause for sanctions against the parent(s), guardian(s) and/or trainer(s) who are responsible for
the child committing the offense. Penalties may include exclusion of the child, parent(s), guardian(s), and/or
trainer(s) from the competition grounds for the remainder of the competition and charges being filed against any
of the above individual in accordance with Rule 6. Wheelchairs and other mobility assistance devices for
individuals with disabilities are exempt from this rule.

Liability:

Neither the Organizing Committee, the Kentucky Horse Park, the Lexington-Fayette Urban County Government,
the Kentucky Dressage Association, USEF, or USDF or their members will be responsible for any damage, injury,
or loss to persons, horses, or property of exhibitors or spectators.

Sharps Containers:

Competition management shall place a minimum of one sharps container per each competition, whether or not
stabling is provided. Additionally, at least one sharps container per fifty occupied stalls for the disposal of needles
and other disposable sharp instruments in convenient locations in barns housing competition horses. It is
competition management’s responsibility to replace such containers when full and dispose of them properly.
Competition management may fine any individuals inc luding trainers, owners, exhibitors, or their agent S
up to $100 for improper disposal of needles or othe  r sharp disposable instruments.  If local law has different
requirements, local law will prevail.
